But in 180, the stage is not a 
performance platform or a means of show-
casing talent, but a stepping-stone towards 
a high impact life-change on the part of

Gone is the shy 
guy .  In his place, a confident articulate young man. 

Once 
super-protective and a suspicious 
“shield” for his child, now a prayerful 
advocate!

I will greatly miss the “hands-on” inter-
action with the youth but looking forward 
to being a better prayer advocate!

My 180 Degrees Experience by Aimee Jenelle Zagala 

I’ve been writing short stories 
and blurbs about how the 
young people of this generation 
have been experiencing God’s 
moving in their lives. You have 
also heard me talk about how 
our 180 young people are also 
experiencing their own “180 
Degree” turn. However, I don’t 
think I have yet written one 
about my own. Believe it or not, 
I have experienced a lot since I 

started working with them last July 2010. 
 

It’s already been 6 years since I fully surrendered my life to the Lordship of 
Jesus Christ. Since then, I have continuously been experiencing the “great 
and mighty” things that He has promised. He gave me a family I could turn 
to, a place I could call home and a future that is definite and secured. During 
my formative years as a new believer, I slowly got to know my Savior one 
day at a time. 
 

Being musically inclined, I became a part of the Praise and Worship team in 
our church. I also became a part of a Prayer Movement called Student for 
Christ. Being exposed to people from different denominations in the body of 
Christ, I began to think outside the box more than other people my age. 
Being a keen pursuer of knowledge, I read a lot of books pertaining to this 
new-found faith I had.  

Because of this pursuit, there came a point in my life when I started to 
think “I know everything about Christianity.” But, boy, how wrong I was!
